could not speak a kind word to him. 

 

Genesis 37:11 (NIV) 

His brothers were jealous of him, but his father kept the matter in mind.

As they danced, they sang: “Saul has slain his thousands, and David his tens of thousands.”

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Psalm 84:11 (NIV) 

For the LORD God is a sun and shield; the LORD bestows favor and honor; no good thing does 

he withhold from those whose walk is blameless. 

 

James 3:14-17 (CEV)
